EXAMINATIONS/HOMEWORK

Tests will be given after each topic covered. Use of textbooks, notes or study guides will not be allowed during the examination, unless otherwise indicated (Open notebook Test). The questions on the tests will be similar to those done in the assignments. There will be nightly homework assignments from the webassign home work system. Homework is due on the date indicated in the webassign site and I will also remind the class of the due dates. We will go over difficult questions ( if necessary) during the first ten minutes of class. It is the student’s responsibility to find out if any assignments are missing. If your overall class average is 90%over the semester then the final exam becomes optional.
CLASS PARTICIPATION
Part of class participation is being prepared for class. It is very important that students be on time for class and ready to start when class begins. This means all students must have their books, pencils, pens, and paper on their desk at the start of class. Students will not be allowed to go to their lockers once class has begun.
